Hong Kong: At least 19 people were
killed and dozens injured when a
double-decker bus toppled over in
Hong Kong on Saturday evening,
police said.

US STRIKE KILLS 2 ISIS
ULTRAS IN AFGHANISTAN
Kabul: Two militants of the
Islamic State (IS) group were
killed in a drone strike by NATO
and US-led coalition forces in
Afghanistan’s Nangarhar
province. “The strike occurred in
Bandaar locality of Achin district
on Friday,” the provincial
Government said on Saturday,
adding no civilian was hurt in the
attack.The IS group, which
emerged in Nangarhar in early
2015, was yet to comment on
the report. On Friday, security
forces defused an improvised
explosive device in neighbouring
Ghani Khil district, averting a
possible explosion there.

@ Trump blocks release of Dems’

memo on FBI surveillance

Moots revision citing
national security;
Dems slam ‘appalling
double standard”

President Donald Trump has
for now stopped the release
of the Democrats’ counter-
memo, rebutting Republican
assertions over the Federal
Bureau of Investigations “bias”
and “surveillance abuses” tar-
geting a former Trump cam-
paign aide as part of its probe
of Russian meddling in the
2016 US presidential election.
In a letter to the House
Intelligence Committee, White
House Counsel Donald
McGahn said although the
President is “inclined to declas-
sify” the Democratic memo, he
is “unable to do so at this time”
because it contains “numerous
properly classified and espe-
cially sensitive passages”

He went on to say that the
Justice Department had identi-
fied portions of the Democrats’
memo that it believed “would
create especially significant
concerns for the national secu-
rity and law enforcement inter-
ests” if disclosed.

Trump, however, directed
the Justice Department to give
any technical assistance the
committee might need to revise
the memo to “mitigate the
risks identified by the
Department”, McGahn said,
adding, “The President encour-
ages the Committee to under-
take these efforts”

Democrats reacted
promptly and sharply, with
House Minority Leader Nancy
Pelosi calling it a “stunningly
brazen attempt to cover up the
truth about the Trump-Russia
scandal from the American
people’, adding, “Why won't the
President put our country
before his personal and polit-
ical interests?”

Senate Minority Leader
Chuck Schumer contrasting
Trump’s blocking of their
memo to the go-ahead given to
the Republican memo last week
and commenting, “The
President’s double standard
when it comes to transparen-
cy is appalling”

Congressman Adam Schiff,
the top Democrat on the House
Intelligence Committee and
author of the memo, also
slammed Trump’s “double stan-
dard”. Nonetheless, the
Democrats on the committee

will confer with the Justice
Department and the FBI to
“determine how we can prop-
erly inform the American peo-
ple about the misleading attack
on law enforcement by the
GOP and address any concerns
over sources and methods”.

“We hope this matter can
quickly be resolved so the
committee can return to its
charge - fully investigating the
Russian interference in our
election and the role of the
Trump campaign, and what
steps need to be taken to pro-
tect against foreign interference
in the next election, now only
months away,” Schiff said in a
statement.

The Republican memo that
was made public last week
after getting the presidential
nod had accused the FBI of
suppressing Democratic ties
to an opposition research
dossier on Trump and Russia
that was used to procure a
Foreign Intelligence
Surveillance Act warrant
against former Trump cam-
paign aide Carter Page. That
led to the Democratic push to
publish their own 10-page
counter-memo, accusing the
Republicans of misleading and
omitting key facts.
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Pence upstaged by 2 Koreas' efforts to warm ties

Vice President Mike Pence’s
efforts to keep North
Korea from stealing the show
at the Winter Olympics proved
to be short-lived, quickly
drowned out by the images of
the two Koreas marching and
competing together, as the
South appeared to look favor-
ably on warming ties on the
Korean Peninsula.

Pence spent the days lead-
ing up to the games warning
that the North was trying to
“hijack the message and
imagery of the Olympic
Games” with its “propaganda.”
But the North was still wel-
comed with open arms to what
South Korean President Moon
Jae-in called “Olympic games of
peace” and the US appeared to
be the one left out in the cold.

Moon was all smiles
Saturday as he greeted Kim Yo
Jong, the sister of North Korean
dictator Kim Jong Un, and
Kim Yong Nam, the country’s
90-year-old nominal head of
state, for lunch at the presi-
dential residence. Kim Yo Jong
offered an invitation from her
brother for Moon to visit the
North, in the strongest sign yet
of an expanding diplomatic
opening opposed by the US.

Pence said Friday that the
US would oppose talks
between the two Koreas until

the North agreed to open nego-
tiations on ending its nuclear
program, and he was silent
Saturday on the news of the
invitation.

“The Vice-President is
grateful that President Moon
reaffirmed his strong commit-
ment to the global maximum
pressure campaign and for his
support for continued sanc-
tions,” Pence spokeswoman
Alyssa Farah said when asked
about the development.

Moon and Pence spoke

stressed that Pence had
applauded only for the
American team, but Asia
experts said the vice president’s
refusal to stand could be seen
as disrespectful to the hosts.

US officials have been urg-
ing South Korea to be cautious
in its rapprochement with the
North — a point Pence drilled
home in private meetings with
Moon on Thursday.

But North Koreas terrible
record on human rights and the
growing threat from its nuclear

weapons program appeared
out of mind.

Even Japanese Prime
Minister Shinzo Abe, who has
shared the American skepti-
cism of warming inter-Korean
relations and pressed Moon
against falling for the North's
“smile diplomacy;” greeted Kim
Yong Nam. Pence arrived late
and stayed for just five minutes
— and did not interact with the
delegation from the North —
at a Friday VIP reception for
delegation leaders.

Kim invites S Korea’s Moon to Pyongyang

AFP B GANGNEUNG

North Korean leader Kim
Jong Un invited the South’s
President Moon Jae-in for a
summit in Pyongyang on
Saturday, Seoul said, even as the
US warned against falling for
Pyongyang’s Olympic charm
offensive. The invitation, deliv-
ered by Kim’s visiting sister
Kim Yo Jong, said Kim was
willing to meet the South’s
leader “at the earliest date pos-
sible”, said a spokesman for the
presidential Blue House.

Israel downs Iranian
drone, strikes Syria

AP W JERUSALEM

The Israeli military shot
down an Iranian drone
that infiltrated the country
early on Saturday before
launching a “large-scale attack”
on at least a dozen Iranian and
Syrian targets in Syria.

Israel called it a “severe and
irregular violation of Israeli
sovereignty” and warned of
further action against the
unprecedented Iranian aggres-
sion.

The military said its planes
faced massive anti-aircraft fire
from Syria that forced two
pilots to abandon an F-16 jet
that crashed in northern Israel.
One pilot was seriously wound-

large explosions in the center of
the country and the Syrian
counter fire set off warning
sirens throughout northern
Israel.

The Israeli strikes marked
its most significant engage-
ment since the fighting in
neighboring Syria began in
2011 and said Iran would be
held responsible for its out-
come.

“This is a serious Iranian
attack on Israeli territory. Iran
is dragging the region into an
adventure in which it doesn’t
know how it will end,” Israel’s
chief military spokesman, Brig
Gen Ronen Manelis, said in a
special statement.

“Whoever is responsible

An inter-Korean summit
would be the third of its kind,
after Kim’s father and prede-
cessor Kim Jong Il met the
South’s Kim Dae-jung and Roh
Moo-hyun in 2000 and 2007
respectively, both of them in
Pyongyang.

Moon did not immediate-
ly accept the invitation. But the
prospect could sow division
between the dovish leader, who
has long argued for engage-
ment with the nuclear-armed
North to bring it to the nego-
tiating table, and US President

Donald Trump, who last year
traded personal insults and
threats of war with Kim.

Washington insists that
Pyongyang — which is under
multiple sets of UN Security
Council sanctions — must take
concrete steps towards denu-
clearisation before any negoti-
ations can happen.

After months of silence on
whether it would even take part
in the Pyeongchang Winter
Olympics in the South, the
Games have driven a rap-
prochement on the peninsula.
