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Xi calls for building ‘new
modern socialist’ Tibet

Favours Tibetan
Buddhism’s

‘sinicisation’

Beijing: Chinese President Xi
Jinping has called for building
a “new modern socialist” Tibet,
constructing an “impregnable
wall” against separatism in the
sensitive Himalayan region and
“sinicisation” of the Tibetan
Buddhism, the official media
reported on Saturday.

Xi, also the General
Secretary of the ruling
Communist Party of China
(CPC), in his address to the
seventh Central Symposium
on Tibet Work, said that efforts
must be made to build Tibet
that is united, prosperous, cul-
turally advanced, harmonious
and beautiful, Xinhua news
agency reported.

Underlining the need to
fully implement the CPC’s poli-
cies on governing Tibet for a
new era, Xi, in a comprehensive
address on the Himalayan
region, called for efforts to build
a “new modern socialist” Tibet.

He told officials attending
the two-day symposium that

they should make efforts to
“ensure national security and
enduring peace and stability,
steadily improve people’s lives,
maintain a good environment,
solidify border defence and
ensure frontier security; the
report said.

Tibet, officially referred to
as the Tibet Autonomous
Region (TAR), remained
deeply devoted to Buddhism
where the Dalai Lama is
revered as the spiritual head
despite his self-exile to India
since 1959 after China took
control of the region in 1950.
It also shares borders with
India, Bhutan and Nepal.

President Xi said that the
work in Tibet must insist on
maintaining the unity of the
motherland and strengthening
national unity as the focus.

“It is necessary to strength-
en the education and guidance
of the masses, extensively
mobilise the masses to partic-
ipate in the struggle against
separatism, and form an
impregnable wall for main-
taining stability,” he said.

While Beijing views the
Dalai Lama as a separatist and
“splittist” who seeks to split
Tibet from China, the 1989

Nobel Peace Prize laureate says
he only seeks greater rights for
Tibetans, including religious
freedom and autonomy.

The 14th Dalai Lama fled
to India in 1959 following a
crackdown on an uprising by
the local population in Tibet.
India granted him political
asylum and the Tibetan gov-
ernment-in-exile is based on
Dharamsala in Himachal
Pradesh since then.

Xi also spoke of “sinicisa-
tion” of the Tibetan Buddhism.

“It is necessary to dig out,
sort out and publicise the his-
torical facts of the exchanges
and integration of all ethnic
groups in Tibet since ancient
times, guide the people of all
ethnic groups to see the direc-
tion and future of the nation,
deeply realise that the Chinese
nation is a community of des-
tiny, and promote exchanges
and integration of all ethnic
groups,” Xi said.

“Sinicisation” broadly
refers to bringing non-Chinese
communities under the
Chinese culture and political
system being pursued by the
CPC under the broad defini-
tion of socialism with Chinese
characteristics. PTI
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Kamala ‘not competent to be US President, says Trump

Washington: Kamala Harris is
“not competent” to be president,
US President Donald Trump has
said as he launched an attack on
the Indian-origin senator’s cre-
dentials for the top post.

Addressing his supporters
at a Republican campaign rally
in New Hampshire on Friday,
Trump said he would support
seeing a female president in the
US but suggested that his
daughter and senior White
House adviser Ivanka Trump
would be a better candidate for
such a role.

Harris, 55, was a presiden-
tial aspirant until last year
before she dropped out of the
race because of lack of popular
support. Harris returned to
political limelight after Joe
Biden, the Democratic Party’s
presidential candidate, picked
her as his running mate in the
November 3 election.

Born to a Jamaican father
and an Indian mother, Harris
is the first Indian-American
and first Black woman to be
picked by a major American
political party for the top post.

“You know I want to see
the first woman president also,
but I don't want to see a woman
president get into that position
the way shed do it, and she’s not
competent,” Trump said.

“She’s not competent,” he
said amidst applause from his
supporters, a few of whom

screamed Ivanka Trump, at an
election rally on Friday.

“They’re all saying, ‘we
want Ivanka. I dont blame
you,” he said responding to his
supporters.

This was Trump's first elec-
tion rally after he formally
accepted the nomination of the
Republican Party on Thursday
for the presidential election.

Trump said Harris with-
drew from the Democratic
Party’s presidential race before
primary season kicked off as
her popularity dropped down
to single digit.

“How about her? Sheer
beauty? What a beauty though.
They pick a woman who starts
off...She (Harris) starts off (her
presidential campaign) sort of
strong. She’s one of the
favourites. Within a period of
a few months, she goes down,
down 15, 12, 11, nine, eight,
five, three, two,” he said, under-
lining the popularity downslide
of Harris in the few months
after her highly impressive
campaign launch.

“Then she goes, I'm going
to leave because I've decided
that T want to leave. I want to
leave. She left (the race of
presidency) because she would-
n't have gotten any votes. She
was terrible. And this would be
your president possibly. I don't
think so. I dont think so,”
Trump said, speculating on
the possibility that Harris could
emerge as a Democratic pres-

idential candidate in 2024.

Attacking Biden, Trump
said he is running on the most
extreme, far left platform of any
nominee in American history.

“And of our foreign adver-
saries who are devising a plan
to destroy the United States
from within all they have to
look, is that the Biden-Harris
(ticket),” he said.

Hours before Trump deliv-

ered his acceptance speech
from the South Lawn at the
White House, Harris alleged
that the president’s policies
have been “a reckless disregard”
for the danger a pandemic
would pose to American lives.

She said Trump has “failed
at the most basic and important
job of a President of the United
States. He failed to protect the
American people”. PTI

Kamala Harris pledges to rejoin Paris
climate pact, re-enter Iran nuke deal

Washington: Indian-origin
Senator Kamala Harris, the US
Democratic Party’s vice-presi-
dential candidate, has pledged to
rejoin the Paris climate agree-
ment and re-enter the Iran
nuclear deal to restore “our
place in the world” and win back
the “trust and support” of the
US’s Asian and European allies
if her party wins the November
presidential election.

Kamala Harris, 55, is the
running mate of Democratic
presidential candidate Joe Biden.
Ata virtual fundraiser on Friday,
she was asked how a Biden-
Harris administration would
restore the “trust and support of
our European and Asian allies”

In response, Kamala Harris
slammed President Donald

Trump and pledged to “rejoin”
the Paris agreement on Climate
Change and “strengthen and re-
enter” the Iran nuclear deal.
“Joe Biden and our admin-
istration is gonna have a mas-
sive job to repair the damage
done by Donald Trump and his
administration, and to restore
our place in the world,” she said.
In 2017, Donald Trump
announced his decision to with-
draw from the Paris deal, say-
ing the accord would have cost
America trillions of dollars,
killed jobs, and hindered the oil,
gas, coal and manufacturing
industries.
In 2018, Trump pulled out
of the 2015 Iran nuclear deal.
“Part of our strength when,
when we as a country, histori-

cally, walk into that room
around the globe. Part of the
strength of our standing it’s not
just about our military it’s not
just about our economic
strength. It's about the fact that
folks believe that when we say
something we mean it the
Senator from California said.
“We are loyal to our friends
that we keep our word, includ-
ing when we make commit-
ments, be it to NATO or to the
Paris agreement that we will fol-
low through. And Donald
Trump, he just doesn’t get it. I
mean it’s such an extension of
his character as a human being
I believe that he doesn't under-
stand the importance of integri-
and consistency in one’s
word,” Ms Harris said. ~ PTI

Belarus cracks down
on journalists, 2 AP
staff deported

Moscow: Belarus, shaken by
three weeks of massive protests
against its authoritarian presi-
dent, on Saturday cracked down
hard on the news media, deport-
ing some foreign journalists
reporting in the country and
revoking the accreditation of
many Belarusian journalists.
Two Moscow-based
Associated Press journalists who
were covering the recent protests
in Belarus were deported to
Russia on Saturday. In addition,
the AP’s Belarusian staff were
told by the government that
their press credentials had been
revoked. “The Associated Press
decries in the strongest terms
this blatant attack on press
freedom in Belarus. AP calls on
the Belarusian government to
reinstate the credentials of
independent journalists and
allow them to continue report-
ing the facts” said Lauren
Easton, the AP’s director of
media relations. AP

UAE formally ends Israel
boycott law allowing
economic agreements

Dubai: The president of the
United Arab Emirates has
issued a decree cancelling a law
on boycotting Israel and allow-
ing trade and financial agree-
ments between the two coun-
tries, the UAE official news
agency WAM reported on
Saturday.

The decree from UAE
President Khalifa bin Zayed Al
Nahyan aims at “supporting
bilateral cooperation in order to
arrive at (the establishment) of
bilateral relations”, the agency
said.

The announcement comes
as El Al Airlines plans to oper-
ate Israel’s first direct flight
between Tel Aviv's Ben Gurion
Airport and the UAE’s capital
Abu Dhabi, carrying an Israeli
delegation and top aides to U.S.
President Donald Trump, who
brokered an Aug. 13 accord to

normalise Israel-UAE ties.

Trump's senior adviser Jared
Kushner will be among the
U.S. officials on the El Al flight
departing on Aug. 31 at 10 a.m.
(0700 GMTY), a U.S official said.

The Israel-UAE deal awaits
negotiations on details such as
opening embassies, trade and
travel links before it is official-
ly signed.

There are no official air
links between Israel and the
UAE, and it was unclear
whether El Al would be able to
fly over Saudi Arabia, which has
no official ties with Israel, to cut
down on flight time.

In May, an Etihad Airways
plane flew from the UAE to Tel
Aviv to deliver supplies to the
Palestinians to use for the novel
coronavirus epidemic, marking
the first known flight by a UAE
carrier to Israel. AGENCY

Divisions emerge between Mali junta, opp leaders

Bamako: Tensions mounted on
Saturday between Mali’s mili-
tary junta and the country’s
longtime political opposition
after the coup leaders failed to
invite prominent opposition
figures to a planned forum on
the country’s political future.

The meeting ultimately
was cancelled and the junta
leadership instead met with
imam Mahmoud Dicko, an
opposition leader who on
Friday urged the junta to speed

up the transition to civilian rule
so the West African country
could avoid further crushing
financial sanctions.

“T ask them to be part of
the solution and not another
problem,” he said.

Only a week earlier, the
opposition coalition known as
M5-RFP that includes Dicko
had publicly backed the coup,
with thousands of their sup-
porters taking to the streets
after the junta’s overthrow of

President Ibrahim Boubacar
Keita. M5-RFP had led sever-
al months of demonstrations
calling for his resignation three
years before his final term was
due to end. In a statement late
Friday, one M5-RFP leader
said the alliance regretted not
being invited to take part in
Saturday’s planned discussions
between the junta and various
political actors. AP

17 killed as restaurant collapses in China

Beijing: At least 17 people
died on Saturday when a
restaurant in northern China
collapsed, state media said,
with rescuers pulling dozens of
survivors from the rubble and
searching for others believed to
be trapped.

The two-storey building
used for banquets came down
in the morning in Xiangfen
county, in Shanxi province,
according to broadcaster

CGTN.

Xinhua news agency
reported that “45 people have
been brought out, of which 17
were dead, seven seriously
injured and 21 slightly injured.”

Rescuers in orange overalls
and hard hats combed the
crumbled ruin of the building,
images on the CGTN website
showed, with a decorative
painting seen on one of the few
walls still intact. AFP

Riots in Sweden after politician blocked
from Quran-burning rally: Police

Sweden: At least 10 people
were arrested in southern
Sweden and several police offi-
cers were injured in violence
which broke out after an anti-
Muslim Danish politician was
blocked from attending a
Quran-burning rally, police
said Saturday.

Protesters threw stones at
police and burned tyres on the
streets of Malmo late Friday,
with violence escalating as the
evening wore on, according to
police and local media.

The demonstration of
about 300 people was con-
nected to an incident earlier in
the day in which protesters
burned a copy of the Islamic
holy book, police spokesman
Rickard Lundqyvist told Swedish
tabloid Expressen.

Between 10 and 20 pro-

Were they a threat?
Police shootings
reignite legal debate

Washington: In the span of 48
hours, two Black men in US
cities hundreds of miles apart
were shot by police in episodes
that set off a national conver-
sation about the need for offi-
cers to open fire on people
walking away from them.

The Jacob Blake shooting
in Kenosha, Wisconsin, and
the killing of Trayford Pellerin
in Lafayette, Louisiana, two
days earlier have thrust into
the spotlight a thorny and
long-running legal issue that
has on several occasions gone
all the way to the US Supreme
Court.

And the Blake shooting has
raised a host of other questions,
including why the officer felt
the need to shoot him seven
times in the back at close

range, and the prudence of
police opening fire with chil-
dren nearby.

Wisconsin authorities are
investigating those questions as
they weigh charges against the
officer in a case that has reignit-
ed national protests over racial
injustice.

The shootings come
less than three months after
almost daily clashes between
police and protesters in
response to the death of George
Floyd after a Minnesota officer
knelt on his neck for several
minutes.

Laws governing the use of
deadly force differ from state to
state, and past shootings of
people who were fleeing from
officers have played out differ-
ently across the country. AP

Blake’s family
to lead Kenosha
rally against
police violence

Kenosha (US): Family mem-
bers of Jacob Blake, a Black
man who was paralyzed after a
Kenosha police officer shot
him in the back, are leading a
march and rally Saturday to call
for an end to police violence.

Event organizers said the
demonstration would include a
march to the Kenosha County
Courthouse and speeches by
members of Blake’s family, Lt.
Gov. Mandela Barnes, U.S.
Rep. Gwen Moore and other
community leaders.

“We are heartbroken and
enraged, but we are steadfast in
our demand for justice,” Tanya
Mclean, a Blake family friend
who helped organize the event,
said in a statement. She said
Blake’s shooting is not an iso-
lated incident, but part of a
“brutal, racist system” AP
